Diploma in Early Childhood — New Courses Description
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EDUC 505

Curriculum Development and Instructional Planning

This course consists of two parts: The first one discusses the process of curriculum
development, its aims, importance, stages, domains, standards, contemporary trends in
curriculum development and the challenges face this process. The second part deals with the
concept of instructional planning and the ways of implementing effective instruction.
Students will learn to plan an effective instructional program through applying best practices,
responding to diverse community interests, and planning for student mastery of State of
Qatar National Curriculum Standards and will explore the differences and policies related to
the Advanced-Foundation division of these standards. This course includes field experience in
a preparatory or secondary school environment.
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EDEC 522 New Course

Child Guidance

This course focuses on guidance strategies and skills for promoting positive social behaviors, the well-
being and healthy development of individuals and groups of children. It presents positive guidance
principles and techniques, family involvement and cultural influences. The course will help students to
strengthen their abilities to deal with culturally diverse student’s society in early childhood settings.
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EDEC 501 New Course

Child Development and Learning

The course focuses on an understanding of children’s physical, cognitive, linguistic, emotional and
social growth and development. Review of child development history, theory, and research strategies
in early childhood education. Discuss the effect of family, peers, media, and schooling on processes of




learning. The course discuses psychological principles and theories that offer a scientific explanation
to the process of the teaching and learning in early childhood settings. Topics of how children learn
presented.
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EDEC 512 New Course

Language & Literacy Development in early childhood

This course is designed to provide students with an overview of current knowledge of developing
children’s oral language skills, reading and writing, with a focus on planning appropriate curricula to
enhance literacy skills in early childhood education. The focus in this course is on theories of language
acquisition, basic components of the comprehensive early reading and writing skills programs such as,
awareness of written or printed language, support for early childhood writing, the importance of
children's literature, and the issues of second language learning.
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EDEC 513

Early Childhood Curricula and Instructional Planning

This course designed to give students an overview of curriculum design in the early childhood classroom.
Focuses on the Development of curriculum and instructional practices in kindergarten and early childhood
settings and principles and methods of teaching young children. Provide students with the opportunity to
explore various curriculum models and underlying theories utilized in designing early childhood curriculum.
Develop skills related to designing appropriate curricula for young children and examine factors, which have
influenced curriculum development in Early Childhood Education. As a part of putting theory into practice,
students will determine how certain factors have influenced the development of a variety of curriculum models
that have shaped the present curriculum in early childhood education. This course has a field component in the
primary school and early childhood settings.
